State Policy Priorities
Tier 1 — We actively work on these priorities.

e Increase access to nutritious food to the Regional Food Bank’s network.
o Expand SNAP access and reduce administrative barriers.
o Strengthen child nutrition programs, including Summer EBT and school meal
access.
« Advance economic security through:
o Job training and workforce investment.
o Living wage policies.
o Addressing the benefits cliff, ensuring families don’t lose vital support as
their incomes rise.

Tier 2 — We work on these priorities in coalition with other organizations.
e Improve nutrition-health integration through Medicaid.

o Address transportation and housing barriers to food access.
e Support comprehensive policies that tackle the root causes of food insecurity.
